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Here’s what’s new

As we open slowly and responsibly in stages and smaller facility
occupancy, some new procedures are in place to mitigate the
spread of germs. We will be restricting facility occupancy for our
programs.

Touchless paper towel and soap dispensers are now installed in
rest rooms

All common areas will be disinfected regularly. Additional
intensified disinfecting of the facility throughout the day in
addition to daily commercial cleaning

No water fountain use (must bring water bottle from home)

Sneeze guard installed at front counter

Required health screenings for our staff, volunteers and students
and anyone entering facility each day

Any adult in the facility will wear a mask. Children wear mask into
the building, but may take them off for physical activity

Required 6 foot social distancing inside the facility

Staggered start and end times for programs to allow for sanitizing
in between

* Teachers will help with drop off & pick up.
Parents Drop Off and Pick up from the
parking lot in the designated lines (except for
classes when Parents participate or if the
child has separation concerns)

e Students will get a squirt of hand sanitizer
when they enter and when they leave. Staff
and Students are asked to wash their hands
thoroughly before leaving their home and
when they return home.

e (Class Sizes and Class offerings will be reduced
to keep students spread out

e Staff will sanitize between each class

e Students must arrive already dressed for class

Drop off & Pick Up

We are asking that students get dropped off and enter the
facility with a staff member.

If Students who are in the BEES classes are having
separation concerns, we can have parents come into the
facility and maintain social distancing if they are
uncomfortable coming in alone.
SPOT TV will be available for streaming to your phones or
tablets (More info later)

DROP OFF: Drive into the 15t entrance of the parking lot and
follow the signs for Drop Off so that Health Screening can be
done from your car.

PICK UP: Drive into the 15t entrance of the parking lot and

follow the signs for Pick Up. We will bring your child out to
you, unless you are inside with them during class. If inside,
please exit immediately after class.

Bring with them: Bag with water bottle. They will put their
shoes in their bags.

Students will get a squirt of hand sanitizer when they enter
and when they leave the facility. Please have them thoroughly
wash their hands before leaving home and upon returning
home. Use the bathroom before leaving home.

Live Stream of Your Child’s Class
